12. Read V26-38 with special attention to V36-37.  Consider Elizabeth’s ongoing obedience in spite of her feelings of “disgrace.” For what impossible, barren, or “disgraceful” situation does she inspire you to remain obedient?

16. As you read the events in V56-63, how does Elizabeth handle the situation?
